Polearms group fights duels shaft wood or steel

length ≥ 91 cm 170 – 200  cm length ≥ 40 cm

weight ≤ 3000 g 2000 – 2500 g

non-striking edge* Shields in general

striking edge curve* weight ≤ 5000 g

striking edge length Metal grip only allowed for buckler

shaft buckler in Ø ≤ 40 cm

duels

All axes and polearms round shield in Ø ≤ 65 cm

striking edge 2-8 mm length ≤ 75 cm

no hammerhead! width ≤ 60 cm

hammerhead = protrusion over 20 mm

back of the axe head must be rounded

* = radius

head fixed with one pin/rivet or welded if steel shaft
